      We are grateful for the generous financial support of 

so many of you in 2011.  With your assistance we have 
been able to accomplish many of the evangelistic goals in 

Zambia.  In a time when church growth is struggling here 

at home, the Lord continues to bless the work in Zambia 
and the Gospel reaches many.  The resulting growth of 

numerous congregations is evidence of the Zambian 

commitment to sharing the message of Christ.                  

      Adequate health care is a major problem in Zambia 
and we are striving to do our part in alleviating this crisis. 

Over the past ten years we have built a Zonal Health 

Centre meeting the specifications of the Zambian 
Ministry of Health.  We provide full out-patient services 

for acute minor illnesses, chronic medical problems, 

obstetric services, Direct Observation of Tuberculosis 
Services, HIV/AIDS screening and treatment, dental as 

well as laboratory, radiology and pharmacy services.  The 

nurses at our clinic also teach courses for lay midwives.  

The clinic serves 1000 out patients per month and 
delivers 20 – 25 babies per month.  We have recently 

started admitting patients needing more extensive care. 

      One of the major medical issues facing the people is 
the loss of their sight due to cataracts.  This  year we had 

several old people come to us with Bilateral Cataracts. 

Since they could not see, they were being led by a family 

member.  At that time they had no hope of having their 
sight restored.  The people were loaded in in the back of 

trucks, traveling over 6 hours to come to Namwianga 

Zonal Health Center. 
       It was an amazing experience to witness these people 

undergo cataract surgery and have their sight restored. 

Many, with tears of joy, expressed their thankfulness to 
our Lord for the blessing of sight.  Watching them take 

their first steps in years without the aid of someone was 

an incredible  event.  

       The last two years, we partnered with Dr. Moonze, a 
Zambian ophthalmologist, and Sightsavers, a British aid 

organization, to perform cataract surgery at Namwianga 

Zonal Health Center.   

 

 

 
 

 

                             

 

                

       This year we were blessed to have Dr. Brett 
Teague, Ophthalmologist from Abilene, TX, join us 

and work with Dr. Moonze to provide the surgeries. 

The two of them performed 160 cataract surgeries in a 
span of about 5 days.   

      The problem we face is we do not have an adequate 

facility to perform cataract surgery as well as 

performing minor surgeries.  We had to use a makeshift 
room that was supposed to be used for our supply ward 

this year to do the cataract surgery.  We are embarking 

on a fundraising effort to build an Ambulatory Center 
with suitable areas for sterilization of supplies, patient 

preparation and recovery, and dressing areas for the 

surgical staff where we can do the surgeries.  With a 
dedicated facility for ambulatory surgery we anticipate 

more than one “cataract clinic” per year and the 

addition of future ambulatory surgery missions in the 

future.  We estimate the cost for 
this project will be $75,000 and 

we are asking you to consider 

assisting us in providing a 
portion of the funds for the 

construction of this facility. Our 

goal, in all of our efforts, is the 

spiritual, physical, emotional 
and social well-being and 

wholeness of the people we 

serve.
